TAKE UP YOUR CROSS AND FOLLOW ME  
      This weekend, purple crosses will be available in 
baskets near the church entrances. You are invited to 
take a cross as you enter the church. The cross will be 
worn throughout Lent to signify you are willing to carry 
your own cross and you may wish to add the intentions 
of a family member, friend or someone most in need of 
help during this time. You may return the cross to the 
baskets during Holy week to be put on our large cross in 
the sanctuary on Good Friday. Special thanks to the peo-
ple who volunteered their time to make the crosses. 

   As a sign of our penance, there 
is the custom of not eating meat 
on the Fridays of Lent.  There-
fore, all Catholics, 14 years of 

age and older are obliged to refrain from eating meat on 
Good Friday and the other Fridays of Lent.  All Catholics 
who are 18 years of age but not yet 59 are obliged to 
fast.   
     Fasting refers to the quantity of food eaten. Tradition-
ally, fasting allows for eating only one full meal per day. 
Two additional, smaller meals may be eaten and there is 
no eating in between meals. By following these traditions, 
it is not intended that they be interpreted simply as laws 
or just as a duty; but also as signs of our love and devo-
tion as disciples of the Lord.  They are ways of express-
ing our desire to be converted in our hearts, to be recon-
ciled with each other, to love our neighbor. Furthermore, 
all we have or are, we do not possess, but instead they 
are gifts. It is helpful to remember that the ability to de-
cide how much or little one will eat is in itself a gift.
