April 7 and 14 THE PASSION OF THE CHRIST - 6:30-7:35PM for each showing
PG-13 not intended for young children.

Directed by Mel Gibson, this movie is a depiction of the last twelve hours in the life of Jesus of

Nazareth, on the day of His crucifixion in Jerusalem. The story opens in the Garden of Gethsemane

where Jesus has gone to pray after the Last Supper. Betrayed by Judas Iscariot, Jesus--who has

performed many miracles and has publicly announced that He is 'the Son of God'--is arrested and

taken back within the city walls of Jerusalem.

April 21 RESURRECTION - 6:30-7:30PM

Claudius, a Roman guard, finds himself in the middle of a coverup regarding the events following Christ’s
execution. As he investigates further, he discovers that the religious leaders, the Roman government
officials and even his closet friends are attempting to hide something important from him. His pursuit of
answers to his growing questions threatened his reputation and even his life.

In 1939, she moved in with her
sister in Pryzemysl, Poland. At the time, she was 14. She found a job at a grocery store run by a Jewish
family, the Diamants. When the Germans invaded and occupied the town, she moved in with the Diamants.
When the ghettos were eliminated Fusia and her 6-year-old sister, managed to hide 13 Jewish people in the
attic of the house for over two years.

After her husband died and she
lost their wealth she converted to Catholicism. Through a mutual friend, Elizabeth met Bishop Carroll of
Maryland and though his guidance she founded the American Sisters Charity and the first American Catholic
parochial school.

August 18 MAXIMILIAN KOLBE - SAINT OF AUSCHWITZ - 6:30-7:46PM

In 1941 Father Maximilian Kolbe was arrested by the Gestapo. Sent to the Auschwitz concentration camp,
where he steps forward to take the place of a fellow prisoner condemned to death. The story of Maximilian
Kolbe, whose remarkable life prepared him for the ultimate act of love.

September 8, 15,22 PADRE PIO — MIRACLE MAN — shown in three parts.

Sept. 8 — 6:30-8:00PM This remarkable film provides a glimpse into the life of little Francesco Forgione.
Sept.15 - 6:30-7:30PM Pio of Pietrelcina, widely known as Padre Pio, was an Italian Capuchin friar,
Sept.22 - 6:30-7:30PM priest, Stigmatist, and mystic. He is venerated as a saint in the Catholic Church;
we celebrate his Feast Day on September 23. St. Pio joined the Capuchins when he was fifteen and spent
most of his religious life at San Giovanni Rotondo.
